Resolution to Enter Into Cooperative Agreement: 

Mr. Rozanski introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO COOPERATIVE AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE TOWNSHIP AND CSX TRANSPORTATION, INC. FOR THE LICENSING AND USE OF EASEMENTS FOR PARALLEL ROADWAY AND SIDEWALK ALONG RINGS ROAD AND ADJACENT ALLEY IN THE AMLIN IMPROVEMENT AREA.

WHEREAS, Washington Township will prepare design costs, construction plans, acquire right-of-way, relocate utilities and provide coordination with the railroad; and

WHEREAS, Washington Township wishes to improve the parallel roadway condition and visual aesthetics of CSX Transportation, Inc. right-of-way in the Amlin area; and
WHEREAS, Washington Township seeks to construct sidewalks and shared-use paths that will connect across CSX Transportation, Inc. tracks and right-of-way; and
WHEREAS, Franklin County, in consultation with Washington Township, is managing the Amlin area construction project and associated contractors and sub-contractors related to the roadway improvements; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:
