Resolution to Execute OPWC Grant/Loan:
Mr. Kranstuber introduced and moved the adoption of the following Resolution:
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE A PROJECT GRANT/LOAN AGREEMENT WITH THE OHIO PUBLIC WORKS COMMISSION AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO FINALIZE THE RELATED LOAN UNDER THE OHIO SMALL GOVERNMENT CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 164.02, the Ohio General Assembly created the Ohio Public Works Commission (the “OPWC”) to implement the policies set forth in Article VIII of the Ohio Constitution and Ohio Revised Code Chapter 164; and

WHEREAS, the OPWC’s Administrator is statutorily empowered to review requests for financial assistance and recommend projects for funding in connection with the OPWC’s Ohio Small Government Capital Improvements Program (the “Program”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 164.051, the Commission’s Administrator is further empowered to enter into agreements with local political subdivisions to provide loans, grants, and local debt support for Capital Improvement Projects; and

WHEREAS, Washington Township recently applied for funding and loan assistance under the Program for the Rings Road and Alley Improvements to be constructed within the Township (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS, following approval of the Township’s request and Project by the Ohio Small Government Capital Improvements Commission, the Board of Trustees of Washington Township now wants to authorize the Township Administrator to enter into a Project Grant/Loan Agreement with the OPWC and execute all documents necessary to obtain and finalize the loan.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute a Project Grant/Loan Agreement, in substantially the same form and content as the agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference, with the OPWC through its Administrator.

SECTION 2:
The Board of Trustees of Washington Township hereby authorizes and directs the Township Administrator to execute all other documents necessary to obtain and finalize the loan referenced in Exhibit A, including directing the Fiscal Officer to sign any documents when so required.

SECTION 3:
It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of the Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4:
This Resolution shall take effect and be in force at the earliest time permitted by law.

WHEREAS, Washington Township maintains many collaborative working relationships with the City of Dublin; and

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Fire Department is uniquely qualified to assist the City of Dublin in fire hydrant and flow testing of more than 3,323 fire hydrants throughout the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dublin wishes to enter into a new Services Agreement with the Board of Trustees of Washington Township.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Washington Township, Franklin, Delaware, and Union Counties, State of Ohio:

Update on Fire Equipment:
Mr. Daniel Sutphen of Sutphen Fire Truck Company was present to review with the Board of Trustees upcoming cost increases of fire equipment due to inflation and also a time delay to receive the equipment.  Washington Township has budgeted the purchase of a pumper truck in 2022.  Mr. Sutphen stated that if the Board would approve that purchase at this meeting the cost would be lock in and no increase would be passed on to the Township (this is approximately a $30,000 cost savings to Washington Township).   
Motion to Approve Letter of Intent to Purchase:

Motion by Mr. Rozanski, seconded by Ms. King, to approve and authorize a Letter of Intent to Purchase a Fire Engine Truck from Sutphen Fire Truck Company at a purchase cost not to exceed $540,000, as presented and recommended with an estimated delivery time in 18-19 months. Motion passed.

Updated reports were given by Department Heads and Trustees and discussions were held.
Amlin Area Improvements Update

Mr. Eric Richter participated in a tele-conference on June 22nd with the team from EMH&T and Franklin County Engineer’s Office. The Franklin County Engineer’s Office has agreed to assist with construction administration and inspection of the Amlin area improvements.  After discussion, they believe that the Township, in consultation with EMH&T, contract separately for right-of-way approvals, easements and real estate acquisition. Mr. Richter has a meeting scheduled on July 14th to further this discussion.  Discussion was held regarding the sidewalks and easements, the resurfacing of Rings Road West of the Railroad Track.

American Rescue Plan (ARP) Eligible Uses (from OTA website)

The Township can anticipate ARP funding of about $53,000 in calendar 2021, and another $53,000 in 2022.  A summary of eligible uses is shared below, courtesy of the OTA website.

What can you use the funding for?
Generally, uses will be expenses similar to those eligible under the CARES Act, but the ARP is more expansive. Townships are encouraged to work with legal counsel in determining eligible uses. 

Eligible uses include:
· Support public health expenditures, by, for example, funding COVID-19 mitigation efforts, medical expenses, behavioral healthcare, and certain public health and safety staff.

· Address negative economic impacts caused by the public health emergency, including economic harms to workers, households, small businesses, impacted industries, and the public sector.

· Replace lost public sector revenue, using this funding to provide government services to the extent of the reduction in revenue experienced due to the pandemic.

· Provide premium pay for essential workers, offering additional support to those who have and will bear the greatest health risks because of their service in critical infrastructure sectors.

· Invest in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure, making necessary investments to improve access to clean drinking water, support vital wastewater and stormwater infrastructure, and to expand access to broadband internet.
Rumpke Trash Services:
Washington Township Board of Trustees adopted the goal of offering free of charge Trash and Recycling Services to the Township Residents.  A letter is going out to the Township Residents advising them of this service.
